Legislative Update

Urgency legislation — AB 110 On Thursday,
July 14, 2011, Assembly Bill 110 was passed
both houses. This bill amending Sections
68526, 68926, 68926.1, 68926.3, 68927, and
40602.5 of the Government Code and Sec-
tion1203.01 of the Penal Code is currently
awaiting signature by Governor Brown.

Probate legislation - AB 1305.New probate legisla
tion brings a significant change in probate. Thotd
values for probate matters have remained the samg
the last 15 years. AB 1305, recently signed by-Gg
ernor Brown, increases the threshold value for &ir
probate proceedings from $100,000 to $150,000 a
the threshold for real property of small value et
from $20,000 to $50,000. This higher thresholl
likely increase the number of small estates eleyfbl
summary procedures and make dealing with these
tates less costly for your clients.

Judicial Council forms will be modified and your
ifractice guides and other probate publications will
need to be updated, but we anticipate no changeri
local court procedures. We may experience an inf:
pact on workflow in that there may be fewer forma
probate proceedings and a corresponding increasq i
summary proceedings, but for the most part we shp

given to state courts by the Judicial Council. Bren-
nial award, created in 1991, was established t@hon
Ralph N. Kleps, the first Administrative Directdirtbe
Courts in California, and was presented by Justice

Ronald Robie. The award honors local cclu l
programs “demonstrating greatest succesg
through innovation”, as well as “statewide
initiatives to modernize infrastructure and
better serve court users”.

Utilizing TAP reduces the amount of staff

time spent by more than four hours per 3Q
pages, the time needed to manually asser
and prepare the appeal transcripts for unlil;n
ited Civil cases.

Where the team score is over par, and
depending by how much, deductions are made
based upon the highest scoring holes (which can
never exceed double the par score). Anyone real-
ly interested needs to look it up as any further ex-
planation here will be clear as mud!

For a change, a “prize” (of $20 per player in pro
shop script) was awarded for “high” gross and for
high “net” so that coming in last place actually
meant something. The honor of both high scores
went to the team of Balmain, Foley, Lee, and Hou-
ston.
